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LOCAL GOLF COURSES

General tips for playing at altitude:  club down 1 club, consider a cart, get a course map and find lightning shelters, rain and lightning can be frequent in early afternoon, bring rain gear even if sky is blue, use sunscreen, stay hydrated, enjoy!!!!  Most of these courses have advance tee time policies and can book up fast.  Rates are weekday unless otherwise noted.

Omni Interlocken Resort:  Tee Times: 303-464-9000 x8, Fees: Discounted rate for   Resort guests  $90.00 (18), $45.00 (9).  Rates include cart practice tee and GPS; on site.  Local Notes:  Have never played.  Narrow fairways, fast greens, great views.  Vista course has best views.  Can be windy, not many trees.   Aeration week of April 9

Coal Creek Golf Course:  Tee Times: 303-666-7888 x 6, Fees: $38 (18) cart $14/rider; within 5 miles.  Local Notes:  Relatively short (6911 from tips), open and forgiving.  Can walk, some holes along interstate. Aeration April 23 and 24.

Broadlands Golf Course:  Tee Times: 303-466-8285 x1, Fees: $54 with cart/GPS (18); within 5 miles.  Local Notes:  Good course for all levels, fairly open, some sand, big greens.  Aeration end of March.

The Heritage at Westmoor:  Tee Times: 303-469-2974 x2, Fees: $39 walking, $53 riding(18); within 5 miles.  Local Notes:  Fun course with some nice views, big fairways, long uphill par 5 to water tower has two fairways, watch the water on 18.  Aeration end of March.

Thorn Creek Golf Course:  Tee Times: 303-450-7055,  Fees: $28 walking, 41 riding (18); within 10 miles.  Local Notes:  A bit of a links style course with development nearby.  Was a premiere course a 15 years ago.  Take a cart, long walks between holes.  Aeration April 9, 10.

Legacy Ridge Golf Course:  Tee Times: 303-438-8997 x3  Fees:  $39 walk, $53 ride (18); within 10 miles.  Local Notes:  A great course for the money.  Get a cart, rough can be merciless, use a four iron from the back tees on the signature hole (13).  Aeration April 9.

Indian Peaks Golf Course:  Tee Times: 303-666-4706, Fees:  $37 walk, $51 ride (18); within 10-15 miles.  Local Notes:  Some great views of the Flat Irons, especially on 18.  Relatively forgiving course, hazards easily avoidable, can walk it.  Sanded greens April 9.

The Courses at Hyland Hills:  Tee Times: 303-428-6526 x1, Fees: $35 walk, $47 cart (36 holes); within 10-15 miles.  Local Notes:  Old course usually in great shape.  Try to get on the Gold Course.  Can be challenging from the tips.

West Woods Golf Club:  Tee Times: 720-898-7370 x1, Fees: $35 walk, 47.50 cart (27 holes); within 10-15 miles. Local Notes:  Try to play the Silo course, signature hole is all uphill and worth a few good stories, green well protected by bunkers (don’t go over this green).  Very enjoyable course, OB comes into play, stay in fairways.  Aeration April 9, 10,11.

Fossil Trace Golf Club:  Tee Times: 303-277-8750 x2, Fees: $65 cart  (18); within 15-20 miles  Local Notes:  A short funky course with a disappointingly short par 3,  narrow fairways with lots of obstacles, greens can be tricky, signature hole (12) plays like you’re in a manicured “Jurassic Park”,  unforgettable, get a cart.  Aeration April 17, 18.

NOT LOCAL BUT WORTH THE DRIVE

Arrowhead Golf Club:  Tee Times: 303-973- x1, Fees: $69 7:00 am-12:00, after 12:00 $49.00  included cart and range balls (18); 60 minute drive  Local Notes:   Rates are reduced for early season and Aeration (April 17- May 10), may have to play same nine twice check with pro shop.  Best views on the Front Range, course meanders through red sand stone formations.  Short, narrow course, leave the driver in the bag “but you won’t”, can be very windy before 9:30 am.  I’ve seen bear prints in the sand traps.  At this price worth the drive.  Bring a camera!!!!

The Golf Club at Bear Dance:  Tee Times: 303-681-4653 x4  Fees: $69.00 with cart (18); 60-90 minute drive without traffic  Local Notes:  Fees reduced for early season. A long drive but worth it for the serious golfer, load up on ammo, you’ll lose more than you find.  Home of the Colorado PGA.  Signature hole is deceptively long, stay out of the sand!!!  Aerated end of March.
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
